Who invented the World Wide Web?

Ki talalta fel a Vilaghalot?

Tim Berners-Lee was born on June 8, 1955, he is a British computer scientist. He is best known as the
inventor of the World Wide Web. He wrote a proposal about an information management system in
March 1989, and he completed the first successful communication between a Hypertext Transfer
Protocol (HTTP) client and server via the Internet in November 1989. Berners-Lee is the director of
the World Wide Web Consortium (W3C), which oversees the Web's continuous development. He is
also a senior researcher at the MIT Computer Science and Artificial Intelligence Laboratory.

Arrdl ismert a legjobban, hogy 6
taldlta fel a Vilaghdldt. 1989 mdrciusdban irt eqy inditvdnyt egy informdcios rendszerrél, és sikeresen
befejezte az elsé kommunikdciot a HTTP kliens és szerver k6zétt az interneten keresztiil 1989
novemberében. Berners-Lee a W3C igazgatdja, amely felligyeli a Vildghdlé folyamatos fejlesztését.
Emelett 6 egy vezetd kutato a MIT szamitogépes tudomdny és mesterséges intelligencia
laboratdriumdban.

He studied at Queen's College, Oxford, where he received a degree in physics. After graduation,
Berners-Lee worked as an engineer at a telecommunications company then took a job at CERN.
While he was at CERN, he proposed a project based on the concept of hypertext, to facilitate sharing
and updating information among researchers. In 1989, CERN was the largest Internet node in Europe,
and Berners-Lee saw an opportunity to join hypertext with the Internet.

Queen egyetemen tanult, Oxfordban, ahol diplomat szerzett fizikabdl. Diplomdlds utdn Berners-Lee
mérndkként dolgozott egy telekomunikdcids cégnél, majd munkdt kapott a CERN-nél. Még a CERN-
nél volt, inditvdnyozott egy projektet a hipertexttel kapcsolatban, hogy megkénnyitse az informdcio
megosztdsdt és frissitését a kutatok kézott. 1989-ben CERN volt a legnagyobb internetes csomdpont
Eurdpdban, Berners-Lee lehetbséget Iatott, hogy ésszekapcsolja a hipertextet az internettel.

The first website ever built was at CERN, and was first put online on August 6, 1991. The address of
the world's first-ever website and web server, running on a NeXT computer at CERN was info.cern.ch.
The website provided an explanation of what the World Wide Web was, and how you could use a
browser and set up a web server. In 1994, Berners-Lee founded the W3C at MIT. Its goal was to
create standards and recommendations to improve the quality of the Web. Berners-Lee made his
idea available for free, with no patent and no royalties.

CERN-be lett létrehozva az elsé weboldal, és 1991 augusztus 6-dn lett online k6zzétéve. A vildg elsé
weboldaldnak és webszerverének a cime info.cern.ch volt és NeXT szdmitdgépen futott a CERN-ben. A
weboldal magyardzatot tartalmazott, hogy mi is a Vildghdlo, és hogyan kell haszndlni a béngészét és
bedllitani a webszervert. 1994-ben Berners-Lee megalapitotta a W3C-t a MIT-en. A célja az volt, hogy
létrehozzanak szabvdnyokat és ajdnldsokat, hogy fejlesszék a web mindségét. Berners-Lee ingyenessé
tette az Gtletét, szabadalom és jogdij nélkiil.



In 1994 he became one of only six members of the World Wide Web Hall of Fame. In 1999, Time
Magazine named Berners-Lee one of the 100 Most Important People of the 20th century. In 2004
Berners-Lee received a knighthood when he was knighted by Queen Elizabeth Il for his revolutionary
work. He was honored as the "Inventor of the World Wide Web" during the 2012 Summer Olympics
opening ceremony, in which he appeared in person, working on a vintage NeXT Computer at the
London Olympic Stadium. He tweeted "This is for everyone", which was instantly written in LCD lights
attached to the seats of the 80,000 people in the audience.

2012 nydri londoni olimpia megnyité
linnepségén kitiintették a ,,Vilaghdlé megalapitdéja” cimmel, ahol személyesen megjelent és egy régi
NeXT szamitdgépet is vitt. Kiirta, hogy , Ez mindenkiért van”, ami azonnal LCD lédmpdkkal ré volt
vildgitva 80000 ember székére, a k6zonség kozott.
